A. Synopsis of Issue i: 

a. Diana Yearsley made a request to the Cemetery Advisory Board to use a plot in their family plot to bury her dog, 

Tiffany, when the dog dies, adjacent to her own lot. The Cemetery Advisory Board voted 3-1, with two abstentions, 

to allow the burial. The Cemetery Advisory Board then informed Mrs. Yearsley that the motion failed since a 

majority of the quorum did not vote in favor.  Mrs. Yearsley is now coming to the Council for its consideration. 

 

B. Options: 

a. Allow animals to be buried in separate cemetery plots at Wyuka by sending the item back to the Cemetery Advisory 

Board for a revision of its Rules and Regulations to specifically address animals. 

b. Enforce the Rules and Regs as currently written and do not allow animals to be buried in separate cemetery plots at 

Wyuka. 

 

C. Fiscal Note: 

a. None ï allowing animals to be buried in cemetery plots would potentially lead to the cemetery plots being used up 

quicker, meaning the cemetery would be filled and run out of space sooner than if separate animal burial plots are 

not allowed. 

 

D. Recommendation: 

a. Enforce the Rules and Regs and do not allow animals to be buried in separate cemetery plots at Wyuka. 

i. Recommended Motion: 

1. I move to deny the request of Diana Yearsley to bury a dog at Wyuka Cemetery. 

 

E. Background ï review of City Code and of Wyuka Cemetery Rules & Regulations: 

a. City Code:  The Code does not specifically address items allowed to be buried at the cemetery; however, a fair 

reading of the Code is that it is implied burial at the cemetery is for deceased persons only.  For example, Section 

10-12 provides, ñBurial lots in the city cemetery shall not be held and used for speculation and no lot owner or 

proprietor shall permit interment in or upon any lot held by him for compensation.  Owners of grave spaces may 

consent to burial of persons thereon according to rules established by the cemetery board.ò 

b. Rules and Regulations:  Wyuka Cemeteryôs Rules and Regulations allow for burial of ñimmediate familyò which is 

defined as: ña spouse, son, daughter, brother, sister, parent, grandparent or direct descendant of said owner, or a 

spouse of any of them.ò  Further, at section IV.3. ñAll lots shall be used for the burial of the dead and will be used 

for no other purpose.ò
